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Political views consistent throughout career



If Alex Postnikoff (Vellacott's changes confusing voters, SP April 2) were less partisan, he would admit that my political views have been substantially consistent since I joined the Reform party in 1990. 

I have consistently supported democratic reforms of referendums, free votes and fixed election dates. Those Reform party policies were all in the 1995 Saskatchewan provincial Liberal platform document. 

I continue to stand for lower taxes, legislated balanced-budget and debt-reduction measures and taxpayer-protection initiatives. Those positions were part of the '95 Saskatchewan provincial platform on which I ran and also what I campaigned on as a '97 federal Reform candidate. 

In the aftermath of the '95 Saskatchewan election, conservative-minded provincial Liberals joined with Progressive Conservatives to form the Saskatchewan Party. 

As a Reformer, I have all along advocated an elected, equal and thus effective Senate. I have also consistently called for scrapping the gun registry, strengthening the justice system and affirming heterosexual marriage. As Reformers, we put an end to the gold-plated MP pension plan. 

The Reform party, under which I was elected federally in 1997, created the Canadian Alliance under which I was elected in 2000. Then, to create a stronger opposition to the corrupt, arrogant federal Liberals, in the last year, we merged to form a new Conservative federal party. 

The common-sense people of Saskatoon-Wanuskewin elected me in June 1997 with a 4,000-vote margin over the second-place NDP. In November 2000, constituents supported the formation of the Canadian Alliance and 17,404 voted for me, while 8,022 voted NDP and 5,567 voted Liberal. 

The informed voters of Saskatoon-Wanuskewin are aware that I stand for the same essential reforming principles as when I entered public life -- core conservative values that can make a difference in governing after the next election.
