OTTAWA – Canadian Alliance MP Maurice Vellacott today questioned the Justice Minister’s concern about the carnage caused on Canadian roadways by impaired driving. He refers to research indicating that the number of drivers less than 25 years of age, under the influence of marijuana, may increase by as much as 400 percent. Police Chief Fantino speaks of the added hazard that this would create on our roadways.
