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Vellacott hi-lights Liberal Agriculture Minister’s continued voting against agriculture

OTTAWA – Yesterday in Question Period, Agriculture Minister Andy Mitchell claimed that it is the Liberals that have stood up for agriculture and for rural Canada. However, the record doesn’t live up to Mitchell’s grand promises. Saskatoon-Wanuskewin MP Maurice Vellacott notes that, in fact, Andy Mitchell has stood again and again in the House of Commons to vote AGAINST agriculture and rural Canada.
The parliamentary voting record in Hansard indicates that:

• On February 8th, 2005, Mitchell voted AGAINST a motion to remove the deposit requirement from the CAIS program (Division No. 33)

• On December 7th, 2004, Mitchell voted AGAINST providing assistance to farmers hard hit by the mad cow crisis (Division No. 20)

• On March 9th, 2004, Mitchell voted AGAINST reallocating money from the gun registry and sponsorship program to assist farmers (Division No. 20)

• On September 24th, 2003, Mitchell voted AGAINST sending an all-party delegation to Washington to work to re-open the border to Canadian beef (Division No. 221)

• On May 28th, 2002, Mitchell voted AGAINST a motion to provide assistance to Canadian farmers to support them against foreign subsidies (Division No. 288)

• On March 20th, 2001, Mitchell voted AGAINST a motion to provide $400 million in emergency aid to Canadian farm families (Division No. 21)
