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OTTAWA - Like the North Star, Canada has been a guide to other nations; through difficult times,
Canada has shone as an example of what a people joined in common purpose can achieve. Yet Canada’s
greatest strength lies in its energy and determination to move forward and build a better future.

Vellacott said, “Our Government is committed to strong leadership to realize that future. A Canada proud
of its leadership in the world and confident in its economic future. A Canada built on a strong federation
and a robust democracy. A Canada that is safe for our families and healthy for our children.”

Vellacott views this mid-mandate Speech from the Throne as providing an opportunity to frame the next
phase of the Government’s policy agenda while highlighting accomplishments to date. Vellacott
elaborated, “We continue to focus on being accountable and spending taxpayers’ money wisely;
delivering real benefits to ordinary working people and their families; working cooperatively with the
provinces and territories; and defending and advancing Canada’s interests and values in the world.”

Vellacott reiterated words from the Throne Speech, “The economy is strong, the government is clean and
the country is united.”
